Adopted October 3, 2009

1. BLOCK PARTY WAGON

A. BOOKING:
1. Churches and Missions must contact the Scioto Valley Baptist Association office for availability.  If the requested date, including pick up and return, is available the church’s or mission’s name will be tentatively put on the calendar and held for 10 days, pending receipt of the signed covenant, deposit and fee.  If the Covenant, deposit and fee are not received during the time frame, the date will be released for further booking.  Signed Covenant requests are honored on a first come first served basis.  It is the responsibility of the requesting church or mission to make sure that the completed forms are returned to the associational office in a timely manner.

2. The Block Party Wagon can be booked for one day or up to one week for a ministry project.

B. USE:
1. Priority will be given first to church planting and then to evangelistic efforts.  At the discretion of the office personnel, the wagon can be used by other associations within the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio according to Scioto Valley Baptist Association policies.  The wagon is intended to be used as a package resource.  Materials will not be booked separately or removed from the unit.  Churches/Missions using the equipment are responsible for cleaning and returning, replacing the equipment in its proper place.  Churches/Missions need to notify the associational office at once of any malfunctioning of mission equipment. 

2. The wagon is not to be used for fund raising events.

3. It is necessary to have adult supervision when using Block Party Wagon.

4. Congregations are expected to pay for and provide their own food projects (hot dogs, rolls, ice, condiments, cups, drinks and etc).

5. If the wagon is damaged due to carelessness, it is the responsibility of the congregation to take care of damage, both inside and outside the wagon.

C.  COST:

1. There is a $25.00 deposit for the Block Party Wagon.  This will be refunded when the wagon is returned to the Association Office.  The equipment must be cleaned and all items put back in proper place.  If the Block Party Wagon is not found to be clean the office personnel will have to clean it.  The deposit will be forfeited to the office personnel in order to cover time for cleaning the wagon.

2. There is a $25.00 charge for the wagon.  This fee is to replace items used in the wagon and to go towards the on-going support of the Block Party Wagon.  

3. Make check payable to Scioto Valley Baptist Association (memo on check:  Block Party Wagon) $50.00 ($25.00 for deposit –refundable if returned clean and equipment in place) and ($25.00 for usage) and mail along with the covenant to:  Scioto Valley Baptist Association, PO Box 511, Jackson OH  45640. Returning these documents and the check within 10 days of your phone call guarantees your scheduled date.

D.  REPORTING:

1. There is a statistical report located in the wagon that each church/mission needs to complete at the conclusion of their event.  

2. There is an incident report located in the wagon. Make two copies—keep one yourself and mail the other to the associational office.

3. Mail all reports to the associational office:  Scioto Valley Baptist Association, PO Box 511, Jackson OH 45640.

4. Please review the inventory list with the associational office personnel.  Make two copies and give one to the office personnel.  This is the method used to verify the condition of the equipment and the amount of supplies before checking out the wagon.

E.  TRANSPORTATION:

1. Churches/Missions are responsible for picking up and dropping off the wagon.  Call the office personnel during regular business hours to make arrangements for pick up and return.  For protection and insurance purposes the drivers pulling the Block Party Wagon must be 21 or older and have experience pulling a trailer.  

2. Set-up requirements for pulling:  Standard 2-inch ball hitch, standard flat four prong electrical plug and a check to make certain all lights and signals work.

F.  INSURANCE:

1. The Block Party Wagon is insured by Scioto Valley Baptist Association.

2. The vehicles picking up the Block Party Wagon must also carry insurance.

3. In the event that an accident should occur, the driver’s insurance would be the primary and the association would be the secondary.
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
