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Power In Prayerï Bro. Bill 
I hear people say they don’t have the resources or enough people or the necessary space to 
do what God just might want them to do. So without having what they believe is necessary 
one just sets back and does nothing. Folks, this is not what Christians should do. We have 
the greatest power given to us freely by God through the Lord Jesus Christ. This power 
(resource) is tapped into by something all believers can do. PRAYER!!! “We have not be-
cause we ask not.” Maybe we have not because we don’t ask properly. I will be the first to 
say I don’t know everything and the more I learn I realize the more I don’t know. But this one 
thing I know is God wants to make a difference. He does this is through His children. The 
main communication which is necessary is prayer.  
 
Let’s get down to the basic calling and commission of God. God wants people saved. We 
can do a lot of programs, activities and services, but simply God wants people in the com-
munities saved and their lives changed. This past year our 31 churches and missions report-
ed 213 baptisms. To that I say PRAISE THE LORD! Let’s take a deeper look for a moment. 
31 congregations with 213 baptisms will give an average of 7 ½ per congregation. In reality 
the high church was 35 and seven works had 0.   
 
If our main calling from God is to seek out people that are lost and win them to Him – then 
we might need to redirect some of our time and energy in that direction. To do this will not 
cause a drain on any resources except our time. In reality it will give us the greatest dividend 
for real growth in our congregations. 
 
For some reason we are not praying the way we should for the lost ((( total membership 
8305 taking 39 people to get one saved and baptized))). Here is the challenge. We need to 
reevaluate how we pray for the lost. I will be the first to accept this challenge. There are 
many factors that affect individuals that are lost. Knowing how to pray effectively for them will 
help. This truly is spiritual warfare. We are confronting people that are not living for God, but 
for the devil. (It is one way or the other… no question.) I want to challenge and encourage all 
congregations and all Christians in Scioto Valley Baptist Association to step up and commit 
to pray for the lost.  
 
To help you do this a special resource is provided for every church and mission. We have a 
small book titled “Praying Effectively for the Lostò by Lee E. Thomas. This book has seven 
chapters that will guide believers to be more effective in their prayers for the lost. Bro. Lamar 
O’Bryant (SVBA Evangelism Director) and I obtained these books to be use in the churches 
and missions of Scioto Valley Baptist Association during the first four months of 2012. There 
are various ways it can be done in each congregation. The method is being left up to each 
pastor. We believe that this simple tool can be a wonderful asset to help get us all back to 
the basic. Jesus came to seek to save the lost. He has given the command to His followers 
to go into all the world and present the Gospel so many can be saved. Pastors contact the 
associational office to secure copies for your congregation. We do have a limited number of 
books, but there is no cost to our churches and missions.  
 
Prayer is a simple resource that cost us nothing but our time and commitment to the God of 
all creation. Accept the challenge. Let’s see the Spirit of God break free in God’s will and see 
many saved and added to the church such as should be. 2012 can be a major turning point 
in the life of all our congregations. Let no congregation be without people being saved, bap-
tized and added to the church. Together we can do more. 
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Make a joyful noise to the Lord, all the lands!  
Serve the Lord with gladness!  

Come into God's presence with singing!  
Know that the Lord is God!  

It is he that made us, and we are his; 
We are his people,  

and the sheep of his pasture.  
Enter his gates with thanksgiving,  
and his courts with praise!  

Give thanks to him, bless his name!  
For the Lord is good;
